The Play

It's been 61 years since the diary was first @iigdd. Anne Frank'Biary is not a novel or a tale
of the imagination. It is the diary kept by a youleyvish girl for the two years she was forced to
remain in hiding by the Nazi persecution of the deivEurope. Between June 1942 and August 1944,
from Anne’s thirteenth birthday until shortly afteer fifteenth birthday, Anne Frank (Sienna Moffitt
recorded her feelings, her emotions, and her thsugl well as the events that happened to hérein
diary which her father had given her as a birthpiasent. Together with her parents (Steve De Forses
and Jacqueline Axton) and her sister, Margot (Mish@a Henson), the Van Daan family (consisting
of a husband (Fortunato Frattasio), a wife (Cledaéd), and a son (Cid Sanchez), and later on, an
elderly dentist named Mr. Dussel (Terrence Gehnpelived in a set of rooms at the top of an old
warehouse in Amsterdam, Holland, concealed behimdden door and a bookcase. During the day,

The Diary of Anne Franls the third production in Phantom Projects’ seasbhe season
of three plays, a Christmas Event, and a YoungsRroject, is directed at teenagers and their
families. By providing a combination of classigtefrom High School curricula and original

When
Gevirtzman agreed to let him tinker with the sceptl then direct a second production, Phantom
